Duties listed are to be done on day of Festival.
Duties: Chair
· Arrive at Festival at 12:00 AM.
· Get the following items from the Festival Chair (they should be in the shed or in Church kitchen): crisps, pies, soap, sponges, rubber gloves, utensils, and Zout.
· Set up five or six tables for apple pies and crisps.
· After Festival, make sure the kitchen and Hardy Hall are as clean as they were in the morning, etc.).
· Serve as liaison between Committee and Festival Chair/Co-Chair.
· Supervise and help Committee members.
Duties: Committee Members
· Bring six dish towels.
· One worker should arrive at Festival by 12:00 PM, and three workers should arrive at Festival at 1:30 PM. Work in shifts of four throughout the Festival.

· Cut the crisps and pies. Do not work too far ahead in case these need to be sold as whole items.
· At 1:30 PM, one worker should take dessert order from the HTB members; when she returns, she should work with two other workers to serve the band.
· At 2:45 PM, begin preparing for sale of leftover goods. (Check with Festival Chair about quantities.)
Additional Hints 

· Do not cut up more pies than necessary, as whole pies sell well in the end.

· Tell people to use disposable pie tins. If they choose to use glass or metal pie tins, tell them that they will be donated. 
· Make sure to keep HWC utensils separate from the Church’s.
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
