Do not use items belong to the church. Ample supplies are provided by the club.
Duties listed are to be done on day of Festival.
Duties: Chair
· Arrive at Festival at 11:00 AM.
· Line carpet with the 14 plastic tablecloths. Place two rows of 3 tables over plastic table cloths.
· Get the following items from the Festival Chair (they should be in Hardy Hall or in Church kitchen): sugar, strawberries, soap, sponges, rubber gloves, utensils, 2 ice cream scoops, gloves for handling food, plastic spoons for band desserts and Zout for spot cleaning the carpet.
· Have a volunteer available to receive shortcakes and have bakers sign-in.
· Wash and dry strawberry and whipped cream containers and other utensils as they become empty, making sure to keep HWC utensils separate from the Church’s.

· After Festival, help HTB Representatives clean up the Church (i.e., put items back in shed, return furniture to Church, make sure the kitchen and Hardy Hall are as clean as they were in the morning, etc.).
· Serve as liaison between Committee and Festival Chair/Co-Chair.
· Supervise Committee members and help members as needed.
Duties: Committee Members
· One worker should arrive at Festival by 12:00 PM, and three workers should arrive at Festival at 1:30 PM. Work in shifts of four throughout the Festival.

· Prepare the strawberries: add 1-½ cups sugar per tub of strawberries and stir.
· At 2:30 PM, one worker should take dessert order from the HTB members; when she returns, she should work with two other workers to serve the band.
· At 3:15 PM, begin preparing for sale of leftover goods:
1. Place biscuits in one quart Ziploc bags, putting four biscuits in each bag.

2. Place strawberries in one quart Ziploc bags, filling each bag half full.

3. Place whipped cream in one quart Ziploc bags.  
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
