The meeting was called to order by President Krissy Wuerdeman at 9:10 a.m.  

 

Reports

 

President:  Krissy reported that GFWC-NH Fall Field/Fall Rally will be held at Christ Church in Exeter on October 2, 2010 and the District 5/6 meeting will be held in Atkinson on October 16, 2010 at the Atkinson Country Club. There will be sign-up sheets at the Sept. meeting for anyone wanting to attend with Krissy.

Treasurer:  Lori Dwyer reported that as of July 31, 2010 the bank balance was $15,583.88 with income of $50.13.  As of August 31, 2010 the balance was $15,600.73.  Motion was made by Kimber Harmon and seconded by Jean Greenlee to accept the report and it be submitted to the auditor. 

The 990N filing is due on December 15, 2010.  Julie Forgaard is discussing this with her accountant.  She is requesting the Board create an official, temporary job for IRS discussions.  Motion was made by Shawntel Fugate and seconded by Dayna Anderson that the temporary position on the board titled Assistant Treasurer and Tax Compliance Coordinator be formed.  Motion passed.  Ginny Brooks moved that Julie Forgaard be appointed to the above named position.  Motion seconded by Lori Dwyer. Motion passed.

Julie also requested that a form/format be developed that would document goods donated each month for the chosen charity. This would be for 501c3 purposes.  A clipboard will be at the donation table with a space for the donors name and value of the items donated for members to fill out when leaving their donations.  Lori Dwyer, as Treasurer will collect the form at the end of the meeting and pass the totaled information to Julie Forgaard.

 

Recording Secretary:  Minutes from the August 4, 2010 Board Meeting were accepted as mailed. 

 

Ways and Means: Jeanne Cleveland has recruited Ina Ivarson to help with Ways and Means.  Old Home Day is September 16-18 with Club participation on the 18th.  Sign up sheets will be at the meeting for volunteers to sell our club items.  Jeanne will work on the possibility of having donuts for sale from Dunkin Donuts for the early shift workers during set-up.  Susan Benz requested the use of the Club’s coffee pots for her Girl Scout Troop for OHD.  It was agreed.  Lawrence Barn has been reserved for the Yard Sale from 4-8 pm on April 8th (set up) and 8 am to 2 pm on April 9.  Sale time will be from 8-1 pm on the 9th.

There will be no Hoe Down this year.  Discussion will begin early to decide if and when to hold one in 2011.

 

Publicity:  Susan Benz sent a report stating that articles have been sent to the local papers and school newsletters for the upcoming Apple Festival.  Posters have been ordered as well and will be at the Sept. general meeting.  The NYC trip will be on Dec. 11 and will cost $60 per seat.

 

Steward:  Laurie Smith was having surgery this day which will mean the delay of inventorying the shed for the apple festival.  A date will be determined later.

 

Activities:  Diana Kroeger announced that there are 9 activity groups currently listed.  Luncheon gourmet needs a chair.  Lori Dwyer suggested Mah Jong and Field Trips as two new activities.  The field trips would take place four times a year with the first scheduled in October for a wine tasting.

 

Programs:  Lori Dwyer announced that the programs are set for the year.  She is working on the Holiday Coffee and Expo for December.
