Treasurer’s report:  Lori reported that as of Sept. 30th the checking account balance is $13,618.18.  At the last board meeting, it was agreed to take $1500.00 out of the surplus to the charity and education funds; after an email vote, she put $1000 into the scholarship fund and $500 into the charity fund.  Lori then reported on her efforts to register the club as a non-profit organization with the town.   After discussion, it was decided to find out what other GFWC-NH clubs are doing.  Lori then brought up the IRS non profit forms and to report that our tax ID number has been reactivated.  Shawntel moved and Diana seconded that up $130 be authorized for Lori to spend on a business checking account.  The vote was unanimous in favor.
Recording Secretary:  Minutes of the September Board meeting were approved.

Corresponding Secretary:  Ginny Brooks read a letter from Kay Golden, Director of the Corpus Christi Food Pantry, thanking the club for the Sept. collection of $90 and food.

Membership:  Ellen Baker distributed a handout of corrections to the membership list and a list of new members.  Ellen has sent names of new members who expressed interest in an activity to chairs.  She also passed around an updated membership form.

Ways & Means:  Jane thanked Jeanne for all her work at the Apple Festival and Old Home Days.  Jeanne Cleveland asked some questions about the Hoedown; she has received a binder from Susan Benz.

Apple Festival:  Jane reported that there was not a big crowd, so there were 19 crisps in our pans leftover.  These have been frozen but must be used in 3 months; dessert for Potluck was mentioned.  Jan & Bonnie worked several hours in the storage shed; new see through storage bins will be purchased with labels put on to the selves to make clean up easier after each Festival. 

Activity Groups:  Diana Kroeger reported that there are still 11 groups and the first “Board Bash” group went well.

Publicity:  Jane reported that Susan Benz has put Hoedown information in the school newsletters and that Oct. meeting news has gone out to the papers.

Hospitality:  Lori has found a replacement Hostess for March, Carol Hanover.  Lori brought up the need for a new name badge holder.  After discussion, Diana moved that a new holder be purchased for not more than $125.00 and the money be taken out of surplus.  The vote was unanimously in favor.

Greeter:  Becky Casey has bought new visitor name tags and will connect with Ellen Walker about distributing one membership book to each member as they check in.

Charity:  Shawntel Fugate stated that this month’s charity is Marguerite’s Place.  The need is for household items.  November will be “Suitability,” an organization collecting business clothing for needy women new to the work force.  December will be the Shepard’s Fund; she will know more details in Dec.

Education:  Audrey Augen stated that she had a conversation with a counselor at the HS.  No one has attended a HOBY conference in years from HBHS.  After discussion Diana moved to add $50. to the scholarship to cover the whole cost.  The vote was unanimous in favor.  Audrey will try to raise the consciousness in the school about the benefits of this leadership training.

Historian:  Julie Forgaard reminded everyone to give her stuff to save.

Old Business
Hoedown, Sat. Nov. 21st:  There was a discussion of refreshments and it was decided to have some small sandwiches as well as cookies.  Tickets have been printed by Randy Forgaard and the event will go on a contra dance web site.
