President Krissy Wuerdeman called the meeting to order at 9:08AM.

Treasurer's report:  Lori presented the following reports:  2010-11 Detailed Financial Statements, Treasurer’s Report 12/31/10, Month-ending Remaining Budget 12/31/10, and Treasurer’s Agenda 1/5/11.  We have a healthy balance of $14,958.74. 

1st VP report: Shawntel created our HWC community service activities for the GFWC and was reviewed by the board.

Recording Secretary:  December board meeting minutes were approved and will be sent for posting on the website.

Corresponding Secretary: Ginny reported that Francine Howe of the Hollis Democrats sent our returned check of $25 to Bridges on behalf of the HWC.

Membership: No new items to report.

Activities:  All activities are running smoothly.

Steward:  Laurie needs final numbers on what items were sold at the December general meeting.  It was mentioned that nothing had been sold regarding HWC merchandise only 2 GFWC cookbooks.
Historian:  No new items to report.

Hospitality:  Ellen Baker is the hostess for the January general meeting.  She will be calling other members for help.

Ways & Means:  Jean is holding a Ways and Means Committee meeting to discuss activities our comedy night and yard sale.  The Ways and Means Committee now consists of Jeanne, Lori Dwyer, Ina Iverson, Debby Spaulding, and Lauren Luter.  
Lori or Diana will talk about the NYC bus trip at the January general meeting.

Ways and Means is looking to have more aprons made in time for Strawberry Festival.

Lori has volunteered her basement as a storage space for items that are donated before the event.  Debby has volunteered to pick up items.  We discussed the possibility of having the 8 – 9 AM hour open to early birds for a $10 admission fee.  The sale would then be open free to the public at 9.

For publicity Susan Benz requested a contact person and Jeanne will be that person.  We will charge $20 for those vendors with their own tables and $25 for those without tables.  We may not be able to use the 5 fire dept tables as we did last night.  Lori stated, however, the town has 6 tables at the town hall that might be able to be used.  Jeanne will talk to Kim at the town hall about that.
Comedy Night:  Jeanne spoke to Ron Pelletier at the Brookline Auction Gallery/Event Center on Dec. 3.  They charge $450 for 6 hours, that is $300 less than Alpine Grove.  He also stated that the weekend of March 12 was available.  Jeanne called him on Jan. 3rd to check on the availability before the scheduled meeting Tuesday night.  The phone number listed on the website and in the phone book is “not in service”.  Jeanne emailed Mr. Pelletier to learn what was available.  As of Tuesday evening, he has not responded. 

Education Committee:  Audrey and Krissy attended Financial Aid Night at the high school on December 9th and passed out HWC scholarship application material.  We will ask Susan Benz to acquire a picture of Haley Barbour, winner of this year’s HOBY, to publicize in the paper.  Audrey will ask Kerry Gangemi in the Guidance Department at HBHS how many applicants there were for the HOBY this year.  
New Business: 

Illuminaria:  Kimber offered the idea of having a town illuminaria.  She is going to investigate different ways of doing this and will take this idea to Ways and Means.

Open Committee Positions:  Krissy ask general membership for volunteers for open committee positions.

GFWC Meeting:  The midwinter GFWC meeting will be at the Currier Museum on 2/5.  It will include a lunch and a tour.  The cost is $28.

Festival Signs:  Krissy received an email from the Hollis Town Band.  They are looking for help to convert the Apple Festival signs to Strawberry Festival signs.  Krissy will contact Paula Furlong to find the head of the Art Club at HBHS to see if they can help.

Programs:  Lori presented a Program Addenda 1/5/11.  The April meeting will feature the program:  Girls on the Run.  This will also be April’s charity. 

Discussion took place as to whether we will need a November general meeting and a Potluck.  

The Van Otis field trip will include lunch at Fratellos.  Ellen will pass around a sign up sheet at the next meeting.

Six people attended Nunsense. 

The trip to King Arthur Flour is scheduled for 5/18/11.

Jim Squires will speak on health care at the January general meeting.  Ellen Baker will be the hospitality chair for this meeting.

Old Business:

Bylaws and constitution:  Julie has reviewed and updated a number of club documents that will help the HWC to become listed with the state as a non-profit organization.  At this meeting, Julie led a review of the following documents:  Articles of Agreement, HWC Bylaws, Conflict of Interest Statement
