By law Committee report, [included], Shawntel explained the changes and the board approved.

Treasurer report: [included], Lori reported the balance as $12,636.88.  She bought an inked stamp for $10 and a flash drive for $10.. The board agreed that these expenses could be taken out of the yearly surplus. 

Recording Secretary: Minutes of the Feb. board meeting were approved as presented.

Monthly Charity: Shawntel reported that this month the club will collect personal care products and baskets for the Pastoral Care Center.

Corresponding Secretary: Ginny reported that we received a thank you from the Boys and Girls Club for our donation last May for $240. She wrote a thank you to Danielle and Anne of the Cozy Tea Cart for an
educational program on tea and chocolate last month.

Membership: Ellen Baker reported no new members last month. There was discussion of the babysitter situation and the standing policy was reiterated that there should never be just one person in with the
children.

Ways & Means: Jeanne Cleveland broke her arm so Jane reported for her on the April 17 Yard Sale. All 22 tables have been sold and there will be a sign up sheet at the meeting next week for set up on Friday evening and work that Saturday. 

Publicity: Jane reported that Susan Benz has sent out articles of past meetings with photos which were not published in the Telegraph.

Steward: Bonnie reported that she has been writing guidelines for the position.

Activities: Diana reported that the groups are rolling along.

Programs: Ellen Walker reported that next meeting is Paula Fortier on therapeutic essential oils.

Hospitality: Lori reported that things are set for next week; she has bought some supplies.

Scholarships: Audrey Augun reported that the applications are in the Guidance office at the H.S. and a notice put in the H.S. Newsletter; posters will be put up shortly. The deadline is April 20- 21. They can
go to a male or female senior from the H. S. There was discussion of a scholarship for a woman returning to school. Jane will ask for people to serve on an ad hoc committee to figure out how to make such a
scholarship work.

Nominating Committee: Becky Casey reported that most positions are filled.  President and Hospitality are proving to be difficult. There was discussion about refreshments for next year. It was decided that there needs to be input from the members about changing the meeting time, [and having coffee and muffins], at the next couple of meetings.

Charitable Contributions Committee: Ginny gave the results of the committees’ decisions: Beaver Brook land acquisition - $500, Nashua Children's Home - $300, HBHS Robotics team, the Force -$50, Stafford Robotics Group - $50, Hollis Fireman’s Association - 4100 for a new "jaws of life".
Julie Forgaard brought up the information that the HBHS group has a special project, US Girls First, to involve more girls in engineering and science. After discussion, it was decided to tale $ 100 out of the
yearly surplus to give to this project. The check of $ 150 will go to Robotics Team Force with the note that $100 is for the girls project.

Strawberry Festival: Jane reported for Krissy Wuerdeman that the donation letters have gone out and everything is on track. 

Annual Luncheon: Ellen Baker passed around a menu from the Mile Away for members to check off two preferences. She will get the invitations ready to be mailed next month. Carol Barth is willing to help and Joyce Janosky is working on the entertainment.

Historian: Julie Forgaard reported on her on going 501c3 investigation; she need some help from someone who knows about club charitable activities in the past.

Senior Lunch: Diana Kroeger reported that the seniors’ organization has decided to have a potluck on the 4th Thursday – which is our day to serve. This is more involvement than the volunteers have done in the
past. After discussion, it was decided that Diana should explain to the seniors that her volunteers have limited time and cannot provide a potluck lunch.

Jane proposed that there be no more refreshments at board meetings.  Members will continue to bring their own beverage.
