President Krissy Wuerdeman called the meeting to order at 9:00AM.

Treasurer's report:  Lori reported that the HWC checkbook balance as of 1/31/11 is $14,873.35.

Lori reported that the newsletter budget will be exceeded and needed approval to pay the subsequent bills.  This overage comes out of the yearly surplus.  The newsletter will be black and white from now on.  Shawntel moved to approve another $125.  Ellen Baker seconded the motion.

Auditor’s report:  Nadia audited the treasurer’s records for the period 7/26/10 to 12/16/10.  She states that the financial records of the HWC accurately reflect the receipts and disbursements for the audit period identified.

1st VP report: Shawntel stated we are reporting 30 programs to the GFWC.  Anything the club does that contributes to the community is considered a program.  We are looking for volunteer opportunities that are not donations.

Recording Secretary:  January board meeting minutes were approved and will be sent for posting on the website.  Audrey agreed to submit a recording secretary job description.

Corresponding Secretary: Ginny reported that the HWC received a thank you card from the Copy Shop for making their progress possible.  The HWC also received a thank you note from Bridges for providing them $150 in charitable gifts.  $2,000 is reserved for the charity committee.  It was recommended that the general meeting vote to increase the funding by $1,500.  Diana Kroeger proposed the motion and Lori Dwyer seconded.

Membership: No new items to report.

Activities:  All activities are running smoothly.
Historian:  No new items to report.

Hospitality:  Since the HWC cannot use the Lawrence Barn on March 9, it was decided to use the Congregational Church instead.

Ways & Means:  Two meetings were held by the Ways and Means Committee.

Yard Sale:  10 tables have been sold.  We will require more tables.  Jeanne is working with Susan Benz on advertising an early bird special.  Debbie Spaulding will pick up large items.

The committee will be talking to Kimber about ideas for a luminaria event.

Jeanne is looking into purchased more HWC aprons for resale.

Charity:  Ginny is asking for information on suggested charities (not just names) for the upcoming charity committee meeting.  Shawntel asked if the charity committee would like any letters from charities requesting support.  Ginny responded in the affirmative.

Current suggestions for charity contributions are:  Hollis Fire, Girls, Inc., Beaver Brook, Home, Health and Hospice.

Ginny mentioned that the Hollis Social Library would like a book on art.

Education Committee:  Audrey reported that information had been sent to the HBHS Guidance Department and the National Honor Society regarding HWC scholarship info and applications for 2011.  Krissy will ask the reasons for GFWC support of the HOBY scholarship at the 2/5 GFWC meeting.  Audrey stated she still needs to write a newspaper article on this year’s HOBY winner.  Audrey will also let Cynthia Matte know about the change of venue for the March general meeting from the Lawrence Barn to the Congregational Church.

New Business:  

Next HWC BOD meeting:  The next BOD meeting will be held on February 21 at 9AM.

Open Committee Positions:  Two members for the nominating committee are needed.  Krissy announce that the budget committee and bylaw committee are now complete.

Strawberry Festival:  Krissy announced that Deb Spaulding will be the co-chair of the festival and a committee will meet shortly.  Trish York and Lauren Luter will be on the committee.  Much of the paperwork is now complete.

GFWC Meeting:  On 2/5 there will be a GFWC meeting at the Currier Museum.  Krissy will attend.

Festival Signs: Krissy sent a request to 2 art teachers at the HBHS to help upgrade our festival signs for the Strawberry Festival.  No response as of yet.

Programs:  Lori would like permission to call WBUR when an event needs to be canceled.  The board agreed to let her do this.

Dr. Squires will speak on February 10.  The town has agreed to the HWC to use the projector.

Swan’s Chocolates has confirmed they will speak at the February General Meeting.

We have received a grant to have Rebecca Rule as entertainment for the potluck.

Ongoing Business:
Lecture Series:  Attendance has not been great due to weather.  Lori reports that if lecture dates are snowed out, Maura will not be able to finish this series.  There will be a repeat series on May 2, 9, 23 and June 6.  The series will be offered in the evening and will be co-sponsored with the library.  We will then get the Lawrence Barn free of charge.  On June 13 long-term care issues will be addressed.  $106 in donations has been collected so far.

Reentry Scholarship:  Lori is looking for volunteers for this committee.

2011 Annual Luncheon:  The venue is Michael Timothy’s.  Kimber would like to form a committee to investigate entertainment ideas.  She will call Joyce Janosky regarding this.

Charities:  Next month’s charity will be Gateways Senior Day Care.  They need craft supplies.  Harbor Homes will be the charity for Thursday night when Dr. Squires speaks.

UNICEF Collection Boxes:  Shawntel will bring the UNICEF boxes to Lori.
