Treasurer’s Report: Lori Dwyer gave the Treasury Report which showed an August balance of $15,600.73.  Since there were no corrections, the report was filed. 

 

Krissy praised the Strawberry Festival as a huge success in grossing $3,276 of which $1,726 was HWC’s portion after sharing with the Hollis Town Band.  Krissy thanked Jane Taylor for her efforts with this event and presented her with a gift in appreciation.

 

New Business

 

Ellen Baker talked about an HWC baby-sitting service during the meeting for members with young children at a cost of five dollars per child.  A week in advance reservation would be needed.  Ellen would like some input on this suggestion.

 

For the 100th anniversary of the Hollis Social Library the HWC will donate one hundred dollars to purchase a piece of art for display in the library.

 

Ways and Means Committee: Jeanne Cleveland spoke about the “Hollis Old Home Days” event coming up on the second weekend after Labor Day at Nichols Field.  On Saturday September 18th, our club will have a table there for selling merchandise. Jeanne asked members to volunteer for two hour shifts on that day.  Vendors will be open from 10:00 AM to 5:00 PM. 

 

Also, the Ways and Means Committee will need a table and a sweet shop for the Apple Festival to be held on October 3rd.

 

Krissy urged members to sign up at today’s meeting for group activities and for fund-raising activities. 

 

Activity Groups: Ellen Baker spoke on the upcoming Apple Festival event scheduled for October 3rd from 2:00 - 4:00 PM at Monument Square which includes the grounds of the Congregational Church.  She explained what it entails and asked for as many volunteers as possible.  Large posters for advertising the event were given to members for posting.  In case of rain, the festival will be held in the Middle School.  Suzanne Jackson reiterated how much fun it is to be an outside worker at the Apple Festival and asked for volunteers.  Krissy announced that all of the Apple Festival chairs will meet on September 15th at 9:30 AM.

 

Lori Dwyer discussed the possibility of a wine tasting couples event, a chocolate factory tour and another field trip in June and reminded members of the upcoming December 11th New York City trip which would cost $60 per person.  Regarding the upcoming Holiday coffee on December 8th she needs to know how many members will be displaying items in order to determine the number of tables that will be needed.

 

Krissy announced a GFWC Fall Field Rally in Exeter, NH on October 2nd and other dates are forthcoming. 

 

Diana Kroeger talked about serving Meals on Wheels to Hollis seniors on the fourth Thursdays and mentioned that volunteers would be needed.  However, at the close of the meeting, Diana was informed that this activity is being discontinued.

 

Linda Reiner of the Wednesday Luncheon “Gourmet Group” indicated that the plan is to continue meeting on the 3rd Wednesday of each month resuming in October.  Additional information or changes will be given at the October meeting or will be posted on the website.

 

Kimber Harmon of Projects and Pleasantries Activities suggested meeting the second and fourth Thursdays for whatever they wish to do and socializing.  She also suggested forming a book club which would meet at Barnes & Noble of Nashua on the second Friday of the month.  The book for October would be “Hotel On The Corner Of Bitter And Sweet”.

 

Ellen Baker  reminded members of the continuance of the weekly Bridge Group meeting on Tuesdays at 9:00 AM.  Also, the Chick Flick night movie group will continue meeting on the second Tuesday and Susan Benz is the contact person.  More information on the evening Charades group and the Supper Club will come from Bonnie Currier.

 

Brenda Gibson of the Out to Lunch Activity group reminded members that this very popular activity will continue to meet the first Wednesday of the month at various restaurants.

 

Krissy reiterated that the HWC website, www.holliswomansclub.org, is a great source of club information, including activities, for members with internet access.  Those members without internet access can call her.  Krissy pointed out that the club’s meeting policy in case of inclement weather is: If Hollis public schools are closed the meeting will be canceled and if school openings are delayed the meeting will take place as scheduled.
