Hollis Woman's Club General Meeting Minutes

Opening of Meeting





Our President, Krissy Wuerdeman, opened the meeting at 10:00AM and welcomed members and all new guests this morning.





Ginny Brooks led the recital of the Pledge of Allegiance and the Collect for Women.





Krissy gave a brief description of the Hollis Women’s Club as a philanthropic organization established in 1906. Krissy thanked all members who brought clipboards for this month’s Charity - “Girls on the Run”.





Minutes of March General Meeting:


Krissy asked for a motion to accept the March General Meeting Minutes.  Ginny Brooks made the motion and Lori Dwyer seconded it.  The minutes were accepted.





Treasurer’s Report:


Lori Dwyer presented a detailed Treasury Report in which no discrepancies were found.  It was filed for audit.





Membership:


Ellen Baker, Membership Chair, welcomed the three new members who joined last month and said the Club is most happy to have them.   Ellen reminded members that responses to both the invitations to the annual luncheon scheduled for May 11th and the membership renewals should be made by April 30th. Apparently, there is a conflict with the May 18th date and with the approval of participants the date was changed to Thursday, May 19th.  The group will leave from the Lawrence Barn at 9:00 AM, gathering there between 8:00AM and 8:30A.M.  The trip will include lunch at the Norwich Inn and time for shopping afterwards.  Also, carpooling will be available for those who can’t drive.





Regarding scholarships offered by the Woman’s Club,  Becky announced having a wonderful committee to financially help women achieve their goals of returning to work.
